FORMAT


The program has been designed for busy adults and is offered in a format which allows students to complete their Master’s degree quickly without sacrificing quality.  In less than two years, a cohort of 15 to 25 students can complete an MS in Engineering and Operations Management degree that provides engineering and technical professionals with the knowledge and skills required to assume leadership positions in manufacturing and service organizations in a global market environment.  Students take and complete one course at a time in a five-week increment and the same group of students remains together for the entire program.  Classes meet one night a week from 4pm-10pm. There are no classes scheduled on major holidays or during the month of August. There are two locations to better serve the residents of Connecticut. Classes will be forming in West Haven and New London.  There will always be a non-cohort traditional evening option available at the main campus in West Haven.





REQUIREMENTS


Candidates for admission to the program are required to hold a four-year baccalaureate degree (or equivalent) from an accredited institution.  An undergraduate degree in engineering is not a requirement; qualified students from all backgrounds are encouraged to submit applications.  In addition, applicants must have two years of professional experience.
